We are delighted to have as our keynote guests the
award-winning writers Jason Nahrung and Kirstyn
McDermott, and our delight continues with up-and-com-
ing authors Mary Borsellino, Foz Meadows and George
Ivanoff here today as part of our vampire and young adult
writing themes.  (Foz’s appearance is subject to other com-
mitments.  Also, an apology from Narelle Harris who’d
have loved to have been here.  She’s currently in Transyl-
vania.). Welcome all!

VampireFest!  This is our fifth convention in what is
becoming something of a tradition. Our aim is simple –
we want to get as many of the science fiction clubs in Vic-
toria and their friends under one roof, so that people who
enjoy science fiction and fantasy can find the places and
people that suit them.

This year we’ve tried something a little different.  We’ve
jumped onto the vampires bandwagon. It used to be a
creaky little horse-and-cart affair that took you along rural
roads past irate villagers armed with agricultural imple-
ments to a Carpathian castle.  These days it’s a slick jug-
gernaut of a stretch limo (black of course) with blood on
the leather upholstery of the back seat and the scent of
expensive aftershave lingering in the air.  And that’s just
the publishers.  

Some authors are doing well too, and Hollywood is
in there patent shoes and all, with Twilight, True Blood,

and others on our screens. It’s possible to spend from
nightfall to dawn, weeks on end, watching nothing but
vampire stories.  A statistic to thrill and chill: from Jan-
uary to June 2009, 4 of every 25 fiction books sold in
the United Kingdom were vampire stories.

Today is about stories in all their forms – television,
films, books, comics, the web – and so you’ll find Dr
Who, Star Trek, and Star Wars among the clubs here,
and we explore the vampire connections to be found in
some of those franchises. 

Last year you told us that this convention was one of
the few outlets for people interested in media science
fiction to have their fannish voice heard. Certainly it
was the least expensive media convention in town! We
regret that the people behind the forthcoming Australian
dystopian film ‘Eraser Children’weren’t able to make
it here today.

If you’re new to science fiction conventions, you
should know they take two main forms.  There’s the con-
ventions organised by fans, in a tradition that goes back
to the 1930’s. There’s also the sort of convention which
is organised as a purely commercial enterprise. An on-
line dictionary of fanspeak defines “con” as “a science
fiction convention or get-together where SF authors,
artists, and fans meet, mingle, have parties, panels,
dance, filk, and can buy books and art” and a “cretin
con” as a media con put on by mundanes (these days we
would call them muggles) whose only purpose is to
make money. The writer of that dictionary is unduly
harsh; in our view they are different paths to reaching
the stories and their creators that we all enjoy.  

Today’s convention is of the first type, a fan-based
not-for-profit event.  (Indeed the world’s largest such
fan-driven event takes place here in Melbourne in Sep-
tember with Aussiecon 4.  It’s a must-do.) Any earnings
from today’s event go to the clubs. More importantly
there’s a message here about not being passive but
actively participating.  There’s a simple reason for doing
so – it’s more fun!

Have a great day and may you never need to use
your clove of garlic in anger!

Vampire Hit List
Jason Nahrung recommends some reading to get your teeth into

Here I offer a sample of my favourite
vampire stories (in no particular
order) as a starting point for explor -
ing the huge range of vampire mate-
rial on offer. It’s in no way definitive
or all-encomp assing, but each of
these has something distinctive to
offer.

Suggested reading:

Dracula, Bram Stoker
: seminal Gothic take on the aristo-
cratic vampire. Required reading.

Guilty Pleasures, Laurell K Hamilton
: the first of an increasingly steamy
series in which the vampire is given
legal status, and gets it on with the
vampire hunter, Anita Blake.

Interview with the Vampire, Anne
Rice
: the first of a series of books exam-

ining the price o f eternal life, and
one of the core stories that made the
vampire into a sympathetic hero.

Sunglasses After Dark, Nancy A
Collins
: Sonja Blue hunts the vampire who
turned her in a world populat ed with
undercover supernatural beings.

Dead Souls, Poppy Z Brite
: vampires are portrayed as a human
subspecies in this dirty, compelling
tale set partially in Brite’s native New
Orleans

I Am Legend
: Richard Matheson’s apocalyptic tale
of a world overrun by vampires.

Peeps, Scott Westerfeld
: the vampire is given scientific basis
and a place in the ecology in this YA
yarn.

Dead Witch Walking, Kim Harrison
: while the protagonist is a witch, this
series offers a tantalising vision of
vampire biology and culture.

Hotel Transylvania, Chelsea Quinn
Yarbro
: Yarbro takes the legendary Count St
Germaine and turns him into a vam-
pire hero in a series of time-span-
ning tales.

Dead Until Dark, Charlaine Harris
: it’s hard to miss this series, set in the
US South, since it hit the TV screen
as True Blood (cf). It gives vampires
legal status following the inv ention
of blood substitut e, but racism
abounds.

Some others: Carpe Jugulum
(Pratchett does vampires and were-
wolves), Carmilla (a classic from
Sheridan Le Fanu), Sunshine (Robin
McKinley, unread but on the lis t). 
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Some local connections: 

Melbourne writ ers Narelle M Harris
and Keri Arthur both hav e vampire
novels set in Melbourne. Foz Mead-
ows has a recently released YA yarn,
Solace and Grief. Online, Mary
Borsellino’s YA Wolf House yarns
have received positive press.

Suggested viewing: F ilm

Dracula (Lugosi)
: classic lines, classic cinematography,
Bela in his unmistakable role.

Nosferatu
: Max Schreck as rodent-t oothed
vampire in a silent riff o ff Stoker’s
Dracula. Remade beautifully with
Klaus Kinski in the title role.

Shadow of the Vampire
: set around the making of Nosfer-
atu, in which Willem Dafoe plays
Max Schreck as a real vampire.

Horror of Dracula (Lee)
: Christopher Lee dons the cape and
fangs for Hammer Horror, creating a
memorable portrayal in a less mem-
orable series of movies.

Near Dark
: vampires battle ennui in a visceral
American road movie.

Interview with the Vampire  
: Tom Cruise overcomes sceptics
with his portrayal of Lestat in the f ilm
version of Anne Rice’s book of the
same name. Kirsten Dunst astounds
as child vampire Claudia.

Bram Stoker’s Dracula
: Gary Oldman excels as Dracula in a
full- tilt Francis Ford Coppola version
of Stoker’s tale.

The Vampire Lovers
: Ingrid Pitt portrays doomed, lonely
Carmilla in a Hammer version of Le
Fanu’s Carmilla.

Cronos
: sumptuous Spanish tale of a vam-
piric device and the damage it
weaves.

The Lost Boys
: 80s vampires in mullets terrorise a
California township to a hip sound-
track. In a similar vein is Fright Night
(a kid spot s a vampire moving in
next door), now being remade with
Colin Farrell.

The Hunger
: gorgeous, light-f illed conversion of
the Whitley Strieber book examining
love and loss for immortal Miriam.

Daybreakers:
: an Australian movie that o ffers an
intriguing glimpse o f a vampire soci-
ety in which food is running low . Cf
the three f ilm adaptations of Richard
Matheson’s I Am Legend: The Last
Man on Earth (with Vincent
Price)/Omega Man (with Charlton
Heston)/I Am Legend (with t oo
much CGI).

Some others: Fearless Vampire
Hunters (are you serious?), 30 Days
of Night (hm), Addiction (slooooow),
From Dusk Till Dawn (love the twist
but, you know, what about it?), Vam-
pire Hunter D (cool anime).

Suggested viewing:Television

Buffy the Vampire Slayer/Angel
: genre-busting t elevision series,
spinning o ff a less-than-mighty
movie, about a vampire slayer and
her trusty sidekicks, and its spinoff
series about a vampire with a soul.

Ultraviolet
: sensational British series about an
organisation dealing with the
ambiguous vampire menace in con-
temporary England.

Being Human
: a British show tracking the attempts
of housemate vampire, werewolf and
ghost to live within human society,
and the pressure on them to
embrace their nature of ‘other’.

Forever Knight
: trashy US series about a vampire,
working as a cop on the night shif t,
trying t o redeem his soul and reclaim
his humanity.

True Blood
: slick ‘n’ sexy translation of the Char-
laine Harris Sookie Sackhouse books
examining the effect of legalising
vampires.

Kindred: The Embraced
: a short-lived American TV show
based on a role-playing game that
divided vampires into clans accord-
ing to their pow ers and proclivities.

Some others: Moonlight (vampire
detective), Dark Shadows (Ben Cross
in a remake of a long-running so ap),
Hellsing (cool anime), Duckula (car-
toon about a vegetarian vampire
duck).

What, no Twilight ?!

No. Twilight sucks. As if turgid prose,
outdated moral subtexts and adoles-
cent swooning weren’t bad enough,
its vampires sparkle in sunlight. WTF?
Its incredible success as both books
and then movies/merchandise roller
coaster continues to confound.

Likewise, no Vampire Diaries, Jour-
nals, High School, Prep, Beach, Shop-
ping Mall or other s tory in which
heroines wear hipsters and carry
schoolbags: while clearly these hold
appeal for teens and others, I just
can’t go there, sorry.

Likewise, hit your local romance shop
for a shelf-lo ad of black-covered,
scarlet-typed covers containing
oodles of hot-blooded v ampire lovin’
(Sherrilyn Kenyon et al), or con-
versely, twee pop-arty brightly
coloured covers containing oodles of
soccer moms and single city gals
lookin’ for fangs (Mary Janice David-
son et al).

Writ ten for the t een market, this story is simpler in construct t o most of the science fic-
tion I’ve read since an older teen; however, this story is exactly what I loved when I raided
the primary school library many years ago. I loved books based in a computer world.
Space Demons by Gillian Rubinstein stayed as one of my favourites for years. It scared
me, but in a good way. Unlike that story where children fall into a computer game, George
Ivanoff’s creations are avatars within the game. They live the life and talk the dialect of
characters in a world where our reality becomes the game. Written so the chapters flow
in stages and avatar changes follow an actual computer game, Gamers Quest reads some-
what differently - which only complement s the themes of levelling up life and f ighting
for a perceived vision of justice. While the whole story feels two dimensional, this works
for the game-w orld basis, in which the two highway robber heroes harbour their forbid -
den love, while fighting an obscenely wealthy obese man and a knuckle-cracking neme-
sis. Many characters drift in and out, although all s peak stylised English, as I suspect one
would f ind in role- playing games. The melding of modern t echnology in a magical
medieval world allows an interesting, although occasionally awkward, concept; however,
I feel over-simplif ying the prot agonists and giving them powers and moves of such mag-
nitude and ability ma de everyone a little too strong. 

Now not being a fant asy or gaming individual, I probably am not reflecting my t astes
by reading this. That said, it took me back into my childhood for a book I w ould have
loved at age eleven. 

Purchase this book for children and I am sure it will be a hit, although as an adult the
relative lack of depth failed t o immerse me in its world. I found the Gamers Quest quit e
tense and appreciated the various worlds and environments through which they trav-
elled; the humour mixed through the chap ters carried the story and my interest, plus the
twist on clichés worked splendidly.

Charlaine Harris is coming to Melbourne!

CHARLAINEHARRIS   reviewed 
A Touch of Dead is a rather slim
volume with quit e large type and
contains all five of the short stories
that Charlaine Harris has written
about her most famous character,
Sookie Stackhouse. With nine

books in the series already in print and a newly expanded fan-base
courtesy of the TV adaption "True Blood" it is unsurprising that Har-
ris' publishers have gathered up whatever other bit s of Sookie
existed and put them out in book form. As one o f those new fans,
I am happy that they have done that as searching for individual

stories in old mys-
tery magazines
looks to be a long
and expensive
process com-
pared to buying
this one small
book .

and then report b ack here. 
The first story is "Fairy Dust" and features the fairy sib-

lings that f irst appeared in "Dead to the World". Next is
"Dracula Night" which focuses on Eric Northman and his
own special night o f the year. The third story is "One
Word Answer" and it is about Sookie's cousin Hadley.
Then we have "Lucky" which features Amelia Broadway
and some problems in the local insurance industry and
the f inal story is "Gift Wrap" a Christmas story that is both
touching and raunchy in true Sookie style. "Lucky", "Gift
Wrap" and "Dracula Night" don 't add anything t o the
events in the novels but "Fairy Dust" and "One Word
Answer" f ill in some interesting blanks in the series. The
weakest of these is probably "Dracula Night", a light
piece, but Eric is always an interesting character so it is
far from a waste of time. "Lucky" is probably the most
complex and manages to pack in a sub-plot o f sorts and
has a neat idea underpinning it. "Fairy Dust" and "One
Word Answer" I f ind more int eresting for what they t ell
us than for the stories themselves. Finally there is "Gift
Wrap" which was a lovely way to f inish the book and my
firm favourite from the collection.

So, this is aimed at fans of the books. Is it worth it ? I
think the answer must be yes. If you have already read
the nine books in the series then you are likely to want
to know the detail that appears in "Fairy Dust" and "One
Word Answer" and will appreciate the quirks of "Dracula
Night" and enjoy the emotions o f "Gift Wrap". Unfortu -
nately it is a very short book but b asically this is all the
extra Sookie that exists, so there wasn't much choice. 

Overall it isn't great value for money but something
you will want anyway.
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Grave Secret is the fourth in the series of Harper Connelly books that started in 2005 with
"Grave Sight" and have been written in between or alongside the best-selling Sookie Stack-
house series. These are a different style, much darker and without the humour o f Sookie &
co. They are also much closer to "Real World" with the only supernatural element being
Harper's ability to sense the dead and relive their last few seconds of life, something that was
brought on by a lightning s trike at age fif teen. The backstory for Harper and her step-

brother/manager Tolliv er is grim too, with drug addict parents and a kidnapped sister.
The series has a story arc and much of this book centres on events in the past so this really isn't a book that s tands alone.

Harper is an interesting character, physically damaged by the lightning strike, by her childhood, and by the isolation that her
"gif t" forces on her. Her relationship with her stepbrother Tolliver has turned to romance, which complicates her world, and
they are trying to maintain relationships with their young half-sisters who have been fostered by their aunt and uncle. On top
of all of this Tolliver's father is released from jail and wants to become part of their lives again despite his neglect of them while
in the midst of his addiction. As usual there is a riddle to be solved, a woman who died during childbirth but with no trace o f
the child.

Harper's "gift" is not a super-power. It lets her find dead people and tell how
they died but not why or who killed them. Inevit ably it is Harper and Tolliver that
end up investigating and this is usually the meat of the book . Harris has the envi-
able ability of writing characters that you really care about, and couples this with
mystery plots that twist and turn without tying themselv es in ludicrous knots. This
isn't Agatha Christie with the clues laid out from the s tart but neither are there
multiple red herrings. The reader knows exactly as much as Harper and Tolliver
and gradually it all becomes clear. 

There are no laughs in this book, or indeed the series which features child
molesters, serial killers and more mundane killers. Harper suffers along the way
but never quite succumbs and is heading t owards a better life so the books fea-
ture some hope as well. This book and the series shows the author's mastery of
the mystery/thriller genre. Despite the supernatural ability bestowed on Harper
this is firmly set in mystery territory, not fantasy, and feels as real as one of Ian
Rankin's Rebus books and shares the same gritty feel. 

"Grave Secret" is an excellent choice for people who like their mysteries dark
but not outright horror . The characters are interesting, the setting is int eresting
and, save for Harper's talent, it never veers into the far-fetched. Well worth read-
ing, but start with the f irst one, Grave Sight, and work your way forward.  Grave
Secret has too many references to the previous books.
